Graven Exodus 20:4;

H6459 
From H6458; an idol: - carved (graven) image. 

Carved image of any creature in heaven, earth 
and waters made on any surface or out of any 

material (save metal). 
Carved sculpture of any creature in heaven, 

earth, and sea. 
CGI, if an image of any creature in heaven, earth, 

or waters, are graven images made digitally on 
the Computer. Even creation of creatures not 

seen in the earth are graven images as its 
malignant spirits inspiring the creation of the 

image and evil spirits have many forms though 
we are not aware of them all.

H4541 
From H5258; properly a pouring over, that is, fusion of metal (especially a cast 
image); by implication a libation, that is, league; concretely a coverlet (as if 
poured out): - covering, molten (image), vail.

H8544 
From H4327; something portioned (that is, fashioned) out, as a shape, that is, 

(indefinitely) phantom, or (specifically) embodiment, or (figuratively) manifestation 
(of favor): - image, likeness, similitude. 

Portraits, Pictures, or drawings of any creature 
in heaven, earth, or waters. 

Image Leviticus 26:1; 
Num 33:52 

H6754 
From an unused root meaning to shade; a phantom, that is, (figuratively) illusion, 

resemblance; hence a representative figure, especially an idol: - image, vain 
shew. 

Painting, drawing, shaded image, colored image, 
an illusion or resemblance of an actual figure. 

Standing Image Lev 26:1 
 

H4676 
Feminine (causative) participle of H5324; something stationed, that is, a column 

or (memorial stone); by analogy an idol: - garrison, (standing) image, pillar. 

Pillar, column, stump. 

Image of Stone Lev 26:1  Stones made in the image of any creature in the 
heaven, earth, and waters 

 
Idols Lev 26:11 H457   (Strong) False deities 



	

	

Apparently from H408; good for nothing, by analogy vain or vanity; specifically 
an idol: - idol, no value, thing of nought. 

pictures  Numbers 33:52 H4906   (Strong) 
From the same as H7906; a figure (carved on stone, the wall, or any object); 
figuratively imagination: -  conceit, image (-ry), picture, X wish.  
BDB Definition: 
1) show-piece, figure, imagination, image, idol, picture
